As for dates, they are blocked on UCI Calendar; however it is the responsibility of each Federation (France, and Belgium) to send a message to UCI to confirm above dates.
This is already done!

The UEC BMX SUMMER GAMES will have fixed locations for 3 years in a row unless an organizer expresses the contrary. Cahier des charges / contract have to be in place and signed by all parties in due time, 10th of June 2012.

- Trophies per event (2 races): 198 trophies at an average value of 10 € i.e. 1980.00 €

- Trophies for the general ranking (challenge class): participation fee of each organizer of 10 Euros each i.e. 540 Euros  

· National obligations: each organizer has to check with his national Federation and to comply with national rules regarding event and fees.

· Each organizer to give a purse of € 7 500.00 per event, i.e. a total purse of €15 000.00 for championship classes.

· No prize money given on each race only on the final race in Zolder on the overall ranking after the 4 races (no joker, all races count).
